These Notes were originally set up in 2008/2009 by Olivier and Pascaline from  French sailing yacht Neos, added to in 2010 by Hendrik-Jan and Hanny from Dutch sailing yacht Bannister with help from several Japanese and foreign cruising friends, of whom we specially like to mention:  Jaap and Marijke from Dutch sailing yacht Alishan and Murano and Kazumi from Japanese sailing yacht Possible Dreams.  Then added to by Fran and Tom from New Zealand sailing yacht Dagon in 2012 and 2013.  Some notes are in French, but you should be able to extract the useful information.  
Last added to by Marc and Sylvie from swiss sailing yacht Chamade in 2017. Ovni 365
Sailed in 2015 from Okinawa to Hiroshima and from Hiroshima to Ishigaki and Taiwan. In 2016-17 Chamade sailed to Korea and along the NW coast of Japan from Fukuoka to Niigata.

Chamade: 22 december 2015 – 3 january 2016

Excellent marina on Kenting just on the south point of Taiwan.

Very usefull to cut the passage between Philippines and Japan.

Houbihu Marina: Excellent protection even if the pontoon looks a little bit derelict.

Price: 630 NTD per meter per month. For a short stay, you divide the monthly price by 30 days and multiple by the number of days. For Chamade, 12m, around 10 US$ a day. Only in NTD cash
Water and electricity. Fuel on the fishing quay, but big hose. 

No facilities close by, just a good fishing market with nice shashimi.

Supermarket, coin laundry in Hengshun (10km) Bus every 30’ from the fishing market. Better to rent a scooter in town. (400 NTD a day ~11 US$)

Cash advance (Visa, Master etc) on every 7-Eleven. (4 or five in town)

If you intend to stop, contact before Bud Teng. Very nice and welcoming people. He speaks english and will warn the coastguard and immigration for you. Immigration officer come from Kaoshiung (1h30 drive!) just for you to put a stamp in your passport. Coast guard will check your boat upon arrival. All these formalities are free.

Entry formalities:

(Chamade 2015 and 2016): You must send a warning to the coastguard and the customs 24h minimum before your arrival. If you arrive in Ishigaki, you can do it by email:

Vessel name and data for the vessel (length, color… ), call sign, crew list (with birth date, passport number and rank) ETA 

Customs: oki-9g-ishigaki@customs.go.jp 

Tourist information:   At the ferry terminals you will find a tourist office or a stand with brochures and maps, and sometimes wireless internet.
ATMs:   Post offices in Japan take foreign cards but recently also the ATMs from every 7-Eleven convenience stores, very handy when it’s one of those public holidays, or a Sunday.
Fuel:   in almost every harbour you can get diesel. When there is a fuel station close by at the harbour, point at your boat and ask for diesel and they will come with a little truck, ask in advance the price as it can differ quite a bit. If there is a customs office in the harbour you can try to get a ticket to get diesel cheaper but often it is a hassle.  Diesel is cheaper in Japan than in Korea.
Weather information:   Navtex is working perfect in Japan, it gives, all the gunnery and other exercises, positions and forecast of Frontal systems, Tropical Storms and Typhoons, and when a TS/Typhoon  is coming closer,  you get an  update every 3 hours.  Typhoon2000 (Philippines) is useful for typhoon bulletins when you are in the southern Ryukyus and it has links to JMA and the Joint Tropic Warning Center.  Dagon used Joint Tropic Warning Center for typhoon information, FNMOC for longterm forecast for whole of Northwest Pacific area, and JMA and Windfinder for detailed daily weather.
Navigation:   We used Max Sea  with CMap electronic charts and a backup of paper charts, beside that we used the Small Craft Guides, without those we often wouldn’t have had no idea about the specific ports as they didn’t show up on the electronic or paper charts.  You can order the SCG ( also abroad) via Japan Hydrographic Association, www.jha.jp or you can buy them in Okinawa. That’s the first place from the south.  Latest news!!!! already some of the guides are also in an English version, check out!!  Dagon used paper charts with backup of electronic charts and Small Craft Guides.  The SCG are essential – we bought a Small Craft Guide in Fukuoka (Y5,000 approx, but a great investment) from Hankai Marine which is close to Odo Marina.  Jaap can give directions and will help if you need to order parts through Hankai.  We also bought  two Japanese charts (English series “W”) from the JHA – they were delivered to the marina we were in within two days – cash payment on delivery.
Chamade 2015: Small Craft Guides no more available in Okinawa shipchandler. You have to order it by internet to the Japan Hydrographic association. www.jha.or.jp/shop/ 
October 2015: They are no more available SCG as book. Only in PDF thru the website. You have to order and pay and download it thru the website. But the page of the website is only in Japanese. Better to have a Japanese friend to do it!

Cruising permits:   You will get the official documents from The Ministry of Transport and Infrastructure but we always made our own attachment with the ports we wanted to stop, including the position and the number of the SCG with page numbers,  because we used sometimes slightly different names as they are using and so they are able to find out without a lot of faxing or telephone calls vice versa. Take your time to make the list, you can always skip a port but not add on your way (unless you go back for an amendment). We put as many ports on our list as we could find  so we were able to decide on the go where to stop.  Don’t bother about dates ( but you have to put a date on the list!!!). On our cruising list we often stay everywhere 1 day, but after you have received your cruising permit you can choose where to go and for how long; also be sure that the date of the last port on your cruising permit is way beyond the real date you expect to arrive, we know of one boat who had to apply for a new cruising permit in between because they would arrive 2 days later than was written on their cruising permit.  
We (Dagon) got our first permit in Ishigaki, as far as Okinawa; then in Okinawa got permit from Amami O Shima through to Tsushima on Kyusu west coast, including all of the southern and SW'n closed ports.  In Fukuoka we got permits through to Wakayama, basically covering our whole six months of cruising in Seto Naikai.  This permit took five days including a weekend and probably could have been ready sooner, but we were in no hurry.  The officials at Land Transport in every city  were very helpful and we were given permission to visit every closed port we applied for.  When in Hiroshima, we applied for 10 additional ports  -  see below (Fukuoka – Odo Marina) for further info.
Chamade 2015: We got a first permit in Naha, Okinawa, valid to Fukuoka. We had to wait 3 days and had to take it in the ministry of transportation. 

Second permit from Fukuoka to Hiroshima in Fukuoka (ministry of transportation very close to Hagata Railways station). We had to wait 5 days (!) and received it by e-mail. 

Third one in Hiroshima: We had to wait 3 days and receive it by email.

Very Common Handsignals:   When you see somebody with his arms forming a X in front of his/her body it means, Not Allowed, Dangerous, Closed, anyhow don’t proceed. Somebody with his/her arms above his/her head with the hands together forming an O this means OK.
Marinas:   Very often  the marina offices are closed on Tuesdays, When there is a gate you often can leave the marina or dock but not come back without a key or code.
Driving in Japan:   Japan is one of the few countries where you really do need an international driving .   Driving is on the left side.  The freeways are excellent for long distances but tolls are expensive (cheaper on weekends), and you do not see much of the countryside because of high walls to cut down noise.  Local roads are much more interesting but the traffic can be daunting near cities.  
Chamade 2015: If you have a swiss or French driving licence, you need to get a printed translation of your national driving licence (The international driving licence is not valid for you) The Japan Automobil Federation do it for you. They have an office in Naha, Okinawa. Take 2 days to get it by post to the Ginowa Marina Office.

:supermarkets, duty freeshops.  From the outside it looks like a small village but it’s a popular destination for Koreans who visit for one day, with the ferry,  for duty free shopping and sightseeing ( They still think Tsu Shima belongs to Korea) the place has also a bit more of nightlive then you will find in general.   The Coast guard is very helpful with tidal  information if you will sail through the passage which is really worthwhile . if you plan to make an overnight stop in that area before you go to Korea, don’t speak about it with the Coast Guard because they really get upset and will forbid you, as we found out.
Important !! Here you probably will find your last coin laundry before you return back to Japan.
The coin laundry is opposite the big supermarket and 100 yen shop in one of the back streets, to be exact the first little street which runs parallel  and is close by the canal.  (Chamade 2016: seems closed, see under)
Important ! If you plan to come back to Japan ask for an email address to send your pre arrival notification.  In Busan we have, a whole morning, been busy to find an address  where they were able to send an international Fax, the postoffices don’t have this service anymore as well as the telephone shops, the marina was not allowed to do it, the hotels did it only for their own customers, in the end the tourist office helped us out,  they send our fax to their main office so they could send it. But I don’t think they will make this as one of their regular services.
A tip from a Korean, based in Busan who sails regularly to Izuhara. Going to Busan you go through the narrows and then north to Busan, so you have the full northgoing current with you, going back to Japan from Busan take the eastcoast from TsuShima, less countercurrent.
Dagon:

July 2012.  At time of our arrival, we could not locate a suitable berth in the inner harbour so tied up in harbour to the port side (south) of the entrance; close to ice plant for fishing fleet.  Very protected area but  40 minute walk into town. Short trip by dinghy.  Coast Guard and Customs came to boat to check us out.  Coin laundry and supermarket close by in small town.  Also some very interesting ruins of docks built at the time (1668) Japan was trading with (and probably raiding) the Korean peninsular. We went through the Manzeki Pass (middle of island) using tide information supplied by Coast  Guard.  They were firm about not being able to stop in this area – pity, as it is beautiful. Choose good weather if possible to cross over to Korea as shipping and fishing traffic is heavy, so  calm sea reduces the stress levels!  Coastguard gave us the following email address to notify them of our return to Japan – it worked fine:  tsushima-kq@kaiho.mlit.go.jp. ; Ph. No. 0920 520118.
 In June 2013 we stayed at main harbour close to ice plant.  Check-in easy and officials helpful.  Took bus up to northernmost port of Tsushima – lovely views of cedar forests and pleasant trip.  A one-day bus pass makes the cost reasonable – purchase at shop next to the entrance to the supermarket, which is also where you catch the bus.  (See Fukuoka – Odo Marina - for pros and cons of checking in in Tsushima rather than Fukuoka.)
Chamade 2016: (25.09 – 2.10) 


We moored alongside the quay, just under the Sushi restaurant (excellent!). Ok with NE wind, but bad protection if strond S wind. Water ona tap close by.


For the current in the passage: The coast guard let us read they tidal book but it was forbidden to take a picture “secret document!”. The current seems weak. The tidal book gave 3,4 knts and finally we had less than 1 knt. The current set NE with the rising tide and SW with the ebb, turning around high and low tide.


We stopped for the night (but didn’t tell our intention to the coast guard) in the west part of the passage. But difficult to find a good anchorage. All the “not too deep” bays are full of fish farms.

temple, the brand new coin laudry is on the left, next the AU shop.

Date bannister : 19-28/09 2010  The system, that when you are a member of a foreign  yachtclub, you get 2 weeks for free is not existing any more, We got one week for free but they will change that as well in the near future, the price for us was 4400 yen per day and maybe they will give you a better price when you stay a week, on the other hand when you stay a month you pay 50.000 yen which is  quite reasonable.  Fukuoka is a nice convenient city and a good place to travel from,  International airport.  If you leave your boat, be sure to get a real berth, swell from the north which is dominant in the winter,  effects the visitors berths
We asked a in Fukuoka a cruising permit till Hiroshima which involved 3 prefecturas, 2 were no problem and was arranged in 2 days but for some harbours in the Yamakuchi Ken it would have take longer. We didn’t want to wait for that, so we were  told to come to Tokuyama for this part, In the end we ran out of time so we decided to skip Tokuyama etc., Later we heard from Possible Dreams that they had had an issue with this office for something which takes normally a couple of hours and they needed 1 week for this. If you like to go to this prefectura be aware you possible need more time for your cruisingpermit.
Dagon:  Date:  8 June to 7 July, 2013.  The new pricing system at Odo is a per day cost based on length, for the first eleven days, then the balance of the month free provided you stay for a month.  For us (55') it was clearly better to stay the month, as this made the price very reasonable.  Marina manager “Hiro-san” is, indeed, a cruiser's hero – very helpful in every way and a nice guy.  We agree with suggestion that the inside berths are better, and Hiro-san will do what he can to find one for you, especially if you want to leave your boat for any length of time.  Wifi in club house, or on dock if you have a strong antenna.  Excellent hardware across the street, and supermarket with best fresh food in this area of Fukuoka.  We found the local sailors exceptionally friendly and the surrounding parks are great for walking.  
Regarding checking into Japan from Korea, we strongly recommend checking-in in Tsushima.  The Hakata officials can be rigid and struggle with the difference between a ship and a yacht.  If you must check-in in Hakata port, and are going to be more than an hour early or late of your advised arrival time, you must try to advise them somehow – phone, email, fax or radio.  Make sure you record your attempts to contact them in your ship's log if you are not successful.  Alternatively, if you are early, do not enter the port boundry until your advised arrival time so as to avoid problems.  Contact details for Hakata Coast Guard:  (Soejima Hironobu)  soejima-r83uc@kaiho.mlit.go.jp ; Ph:  092 283 2344; fax:  092 281 5880.   We have also heard that officials in Fukuoka can be difficult if you are doing a visa run to Korea by plane/ferry, though we do not have personal experience of this.

Water but no electricity on the pontoon.

A small shipchandler is located inside the marina. Not a great stock but he can show you the catalogue and order what you need. We got 60m of chain (10mm, grad 40, calibrated) in 3 days (!) Not cheap, price 1,5x the price you get in Europe. But very efficient and helpful. (Our anchor chain was completely rusted).
We went to the Ministery of transportation (Close to Hakata Railways station) for the “close ports” permit to Hiroshima. We had to wait 5 days but receive the permit by e-mail.

The Bannisters visited this place with friends in a car, a very charming place with a beautiful tempelcomplex on the hill,  which you can reach with cable car and walk down,  We saw the pontoon and were told that the place inside the pontoon is good, outside is not good,  it looked fine , The place is famous for it’s Ramen and we saw on a public holiday an hour before opening  people queued up for restaurants who had a good review.
Dagon:  August 2013.  The inside of the pontoon is definitely better but nowadays it is taken up by tugs and fishing boats.  The outside is available, but wash from passing boats makes it wet and uncomfortable.  There is a new 10 berth marina behind the pontoon – very tight quarters, but better than the pontoon.  There is a submerged rock underneath the yellow light at the far end of the marina.  The Royal Hotel, behind the marina, is responsible for collecting fees – which are high:  for us,  Y3,800/day, electricity Y500.  The Hotel also contacts Customs, so expect a visit after your arrival.  Note that Onomichi Customs were very strict with us (although that may have been because it was two young officers), insisting that we must file General Declarations at the arrival and departure from EVERY port, including closed ports, after leaving Onomichi.  They provided us with phone and fax numbers so that we could get 'port managers' to file the Declarations for us!  Onomichi is an interesting town and also an ideal place from which to visit the surrounding area of Honshu by train; in particular Kurashiki, to the east of Fukuyama, is a well-preserved old merchant town with many interesting shops and museums – a worthwhile day trip.  Coin laundry at northern end of town.  Koichi Yamada (catamaran “Cara”) is a delightful man and excellent host.

However, just north of the main town of Ooura is another tiny village with a tiny harbour.  There is a ferry pontoon in this harbour  where you can tie up on the port side (tight quarters!), free - the ferry uses the starboard side.  The disadvantage of this is the “dock nazi” lady and her equally grumpy husband who will tell you the dock is for emergencies only.  This is not the case, but staying only a night of two is probably the best policy, and do not dispose of your rubbish in the ferry rubbish bin.   There are several small restaurants, several small stores and a sento on the island.  Most of the granite quarries are closed and most of the factories abandoned, and the roadsides are littered with granite blocks in every size and shape.  At the time of our visit, the population had fallen to less than 1,000 people (from around 10,000 30 years ago), with only 8 children in elementary school and 8 in middle school.

Dagon:       August 2013  Our position:  34 28.7N 134 17.9E.  Use eastern side of the pontoon, as ferry uses the western side regularly during the day.   Payment is made at a tiny cafe in the alley to the right of the pontoon.  There is a payment schedule based on size but the lady appears unconcerned about that and charged us only the base amount – Y2010 (apparently for a 12 meter yacht).  The pontoon is open to the south but if the weather was inclement, you could anchor at the head of the bay with all round protection.  A large car ferry from Takamatsu ties up on the concrete dock adjacent to the ferry pontoon, but does not create much wake.  To the west of the ferry pontoon is a small, new, marina – 3 or 4 berths – which appears to be part of a private hotel.  There was a yacht on one of the docks during our visit, but the hotel appeared to be closed and there was no access from the landward side to the marina.   A local person described the marina as 'private'.  Uchinomi township has a similar (though smaller) supermarket to that in Tonnosho.  
The whole island of Shodo Shima has capitalised on its Mediterranean climate and craggy mountainous terrain by growing and marketing olives.  As a result it is quite busy and lively, with a number of Mediterranean looking buildings and tourist spots.  It is also worth visiting one of the soy sauce factories in Uchinomi.  You can catch a round-the-island bus in either Tonnosho or Kusakabe port – the interior of the island is a world away from the touristy coast, with its terraced paddy and old farm houses – quite beautiful.  A one-day ticket can be purchased at Kusakabe port ferry building.  This would also be a good place from which to take a day trip to Takamatsu if you are not going to stop anywhere on Shikoku.

At Tarui (10 minutes) there is a big Aeon/Jusco shopping mall with cinema’s (have some spoken English movies), Leave the trainstation go to the left over the railroad and then to the right, 15 min walk
Marina-office  is closed on Tuesday and Wednesday, then also all the gates are closed, You can leave the marina but not come back on the property, You need a key
If interested to stay in this marina send an email in advance, (we did 7 weeks) to Takeda Masayuki and Isao Kakihara with a request and in Japan it’s always good to refer to people you know who have been in this marina.
Dagon:  Sept to Nov 2013.  Price Y52,500/mth.  The best constructed and maintained marina we stayed in while in Japan.  Exceptionally nice club members and staff.  Location is quiet but access to airport, Osaka and further afield in Kansai area is easy.  We understand there is another supermarket about 3 ks south of the marina, but did not visit.  Two typhoons passed through when we were in Tannowa, but there was little evidence of them in the marina.
Chichi Jima, Ogasawara Islands
Dagon:  November 2013
Position:  27 05.9N, 142 12.0E, approximately 580 miles south of Wakayama.
The Ogasawaras are part of Tokyo prefecture.  We arranged for the Closed Port Permission to visit through Takeda-san at Tannowa.  He took care of all formalities.  We did not check out with Immigration, but did file a General Declaration (Departure) with Wakayama Customs (through Takeda-san) before leaving Tannowa.
Futami Harbour at Chichi Jima is very protected.  Yachts tie up at Tobiuo Port outside the large building with the green roof.  No water or electricity.  Ports, Immigration, Coast Guard and Customs come to the dock.  You will probably be greeted by Kanno-san or Kojin-san who own the two yachts moored in the harbour, and by Yamada Kazuco-san who runs the Okeda net.
There is no airport.  The ferry comes from Tokyo once a week, staying for four days.   The day the ferry arrives, the two supermarkets are stocked up, then virtually emptied of fresh food when the whole population turns up to shop.  There are only staples left until the ferry comes the following week.  However there are lots of cafes and restaurants.  No coin laundry but washing machine is available at Flora – a local business within easy walking distance.  We did not need to access boat parts/repairs, but as there is a fishing and diving fleet, some repairs would be available.  The mainstay of the economy is eco-tourism – whale watching, diving, and some hiking and fishing.   As in the rest of Japan, the locals are exceptionally friendly and very relaxed – it would be easy to get stuck here.  The island has a flavour of Hawaii as many of the original settlers were Hawaiian, and consequently English is widely spoken.

Port of Entry:  No, not officially.  However, the Immigration official did stamp us out of the country, and did indicate to us that if we re-entered Japan through Chichi Jima, he could check us in provided we had given the usual notice to Coastguard.  So the position is not really clear.

We had a control from Coast guard, custom and immigration. The harbor master asked us 3834 Y for 3 days.

Not a nice city, but Kyoto is only 1h30 by express train. 25’ walk to the station. We did a 3 days trip to the Old Imperial city.

Taki Ko : 36°55,5 N / 136°45,3 E

Moored alongside the concrete quay in the last dock just after the diesel station. Depth 2,4 m on the left of the diesel station, only 1,8m on the right side. Free.

With strong SW to NW wind, a swell enter the harbor. We drop an anchor to stay aways from the quay.

CAUTION. BY STONG WIND AND BIG SWELL, THE SEA BRAKES JUST FRONT OF THE HARBOR. The depht in front of the harbor is only 4-5 meters. Do not enter if the westerly wind are over 20 knots. Very dangerous ! and with such wind you are stock in the harbor.

But : Good place to visit Kanazawa by train. And you must visit Nakata San, an artist and owner of the small art gallery, just in front of the harbor. Really nice and intersting guy. Good onsen in Hakui. Big supermarket in Hakui.  Note : Not possible to get diesel on the diesel station. Only for fishermen. But possible by small truck from a gas station. Ask Nakata San

Very busy fishing harbor. Good protection. Go alongside the nothern jetty in the nothern dock, close to a barge. Or on the south quay in the same dock, close to the fishermen shed. Free.

Nice place to explore the nice Noto peninsula. Possible to rent a car.

Sado Ga shima

Ogi : 37°48,8 N / 138°.16.5 E

Excellent protection in the fishing harbor. Depth 2,2m. Free

Most of the sailing boat stop in the ferry harbor further east. Some swell coming in.

Very warm welcome at the tourist office. The director speak english and is a sailor.

Supermarket, 2 onsen, one with a nice view over the fishing harbor. Possible to fill a Japanese LPG bottle. ASk the tourist office.

CAUTION : Ryotsu on Sado Ga Shima is not an « Open port » We got wrong information at Maizuru.

If it’s possible to do the clearance with the customs (open port for them) it’s no immigration office (close port for them !). After a long negociation by phone, we were allowed to come by ferry to Niigata to make the immigration clearance, avoiding to sail to Niigata. This not a really good harbor for a yacht.

From Ogi, Chamade sailed to Valdivostok the 9th of may 2017

KOREA

General   
:Bannister sailed to Korea  september 2010, We arrived in Tong Yuong  in de marina, The  marina staff called on our request Customs and Quarantine and they came to the boat. They had appreciated if we would have send them a pre arrival notice but we could only find a faxnumber on their websites and had  not been able to send an international fax. It was not a real problem. The whole procedure took about 45 minutes filling in all the forms and a check of the boat. The next morning we had to go to the immigration office, which is at the other side of the town. We went on our bikes, which was for us not a problem, if you think you have to go with a taxi or public transport, have some Korean money with you, and change it at the frontdesk of the resort in the right amount for the bus, One of the ATM’s in  the Korean Bank  is suitable for foreign bank cards, look for the global logo on the machine.  There is a Korean Bank opposite the immigration office’. We tried several ATM’s during our stay in Korea but were never succesful, so in the end we sticked to the Korean Bank.  Immigration office took 10 minutes, we got a visa for 90 days.  We were told  that we were finished with all formalities, we only had to check out with Immigration  when we would leave Korea.   
When we arrived in Busan we were told by the marina staff that we had to go to customs, which amazed us. When we asked them if we could do that the next day as we wanted to prepare the boat for the typhoon which was expected within 24 hours , we got the message that we had to go immediately otherwise we would get a fine. We really thought there was a problem so we went, only to find out (after a 40 minutes trip)  that we ONLY had to pay a fee for closed ports of 1400 Won which is an equivalent of 1,2 US Dollar,  We were quite upset,  first of all, l why could the marina staff not collect this amount of money and transfer it to customs once in a while and  second we did not understand the closed port system. The explanation was that for a containervessel Busan is an open port but for a yacht Busan is a closed port. We arrived in a marina dedicated for yachts and motor boats and we have not seen a container vessel in miles  and the marina is far away from  the commercial harbour area

This was the only hick-up we had with the officials.

Dagon:        Before leaving Japan we emailed Korean Customs, Tongyeong, at an address that we found on their website.  We got no reply, nor were they able to tell us later whether they had received the email.  However, through a cruising contact, we were given the name of a Korean who would help us with Korean officialdom.  He did everything by email.  Quarantine and Customs then visited us at Tong Yeong on arrival; we used our bicycles to ride into the city to Immigration.   It was all very simple.  Ik is not really an agent, but for a small charge he will help you with official matters – Ik Jeon, 010 6402 1193;

If you do not use an agent, you may get a stern talking to, but probably no more.

Facilities
:Arriving in the marina was a bit of a shock. The general  state of the docks was abominable. With ropes and cables the whole  thing was kept together. On the chart were drawn 2 long docks with fingers,  we only found 1 long dock with fingers and a bunch of piles, the other dock was gone.  The good thing was that 3 days before we left they started with big maintenance on the dock and the fingers so probably the problem will be solved. On the docks is water and electricity 220 V.  There is not really marina personnel, the frontoffice desk of the resort is in charge and we thought it had been a while ago that they had seen a foreign yacht because they did not know what to do with us, they were very friendly but we had to tell them to call officials etc,  they hadn’t a clue, also the lack of English made things not easy, fortunately the staff of the sailingschool opposite was  very helpful with nautical matters and the staff of the little tourist office close-by was very helpfull with questions about public transport, shops, internet etc.

Tong Yuong is a big city with all sort of facilities. The main business is  shipyards and tourism a strange combination but the town  is on the edge of a national park,

The area around Tong Yuong is the main attraction with all the little islands and beaches.

The staff of the sailingschool gave us directions where to go but if you really want to enjoy this area you need a big scale chart of this area so you can sail a scenic route between the islands. We tried to get one when we were there but we did not succeed,, the problem is the depths and the height of the powercables between the islands, they did not show up on our electronic charts, the height of the powercables is at least 19 meters but that’s not enough for us.

Price
: we paid  90 Euro for a week

Dagon:  
At the time we arrived in Tong Yeong (July 2012) there was an English-speaking staff-member at the Kumho Chungmu Marina Resort Hotel, so we negotiated with him a rate to stay for six months once we discovered there was no room for us at Busan.  Unfortunately he left the hotel just as we were coming back to Japan 2013.  However, there are two ex-pats who have boats at the marina, and a Korean doctor lives on his boat during the summer and visits most weekends in the winter -  he speaks good English – and they are all helpful to visitors.
There are several docks for yachts on the island adjoining the main city of Tong Yeong.  The main dock at Kumho  Chungmu Marina Resort has now been somewhat improved, especially after a typhoon in 2012 (the first in 10 years) which did quite a bit of damage.  The piles are apparently being lengthened, which will also make the place safer.  In general, the dock is safe, if a liittle rolly at times because of ferries, but it is not really adequate for a direct typhoon hit.   Rates are negotiated with the resort – very cheap compared to Japanese marinas.  Power and water included.   Wifi in hotel, and on dock if you have a strong antenna.  Spa in hotel.  Bus at end of street which goes regularly into the city for very cheap price.  Also easy to cycle into town.   Easy bus access to Seoul and Busan.  Convenience store at hotel; supermarket 10 mins on bike, or two much larger supermarkets on the bus route.  No laundry facilities.  ATMs in convenience stores sometimes take foreign credit cards – alternatively we used the Standard Charter bank in the city by the turtle ships.  We believe Tong Yeong is a good alternative to Busan if you need to leave your boat for a while, especially over the winter.  We enjoyed the city and surroundings, but there is not much in the way of yacht supplies, so you need to be self-sufficient.  

The adjoining sailing school dock is a plastic clip-together type which is adequate for light-weight yachts.  At the time we left, this dock was free of charge.  There are two other small piers across the bay used by the sailing school, and a third marina was being built for yachts when we left Tong Yeong in June 2013.  Tong Yeong hosts several yacht races each year, the largest being the Admiral Yi Sun Shin Cup in August.

:The harbour at the west side of the bay, after the breakwater we went to port at a dock next to the navy dock, this dock is only suitable with neap tide, close to the quay there are underwaterobstructions. We had double fenders to stay  about a meter from the dock. Opposite is a big dock which is used by a supply vessel, we have not seen  any, probably you can use that as well.  

Facilities

:The island is charming and quiet, a couple of convenient stores, little restaurants

: straight forward.  When you anchor keep in mind that the ferry is coming in, so don’t anchor in the middle. A beautiful and quiet bay, we did not go ashore

:After the main brakwaters go to port and stay  in the middle of the bay, the marina is behind the inner breakwater at the end of the bay, entrance at starboard. Very friendly people at the academy, water available plus electricity.  SA is closed on Monday

Nice little place with fisherman museum, supermarket opposite the street. We would have loved to stay for a couple of days but were not able to do because of typhoon coming.

Busan

Entrance
: At the north side of the bridge, straight forward, take the first entrance.  We tried to call the marina but heard later that they don’t have a VHF. We were directed by local boatowners to a berth. The berth was available because the regular boat was on the hard for maintenance.

Berths 
At the marina office we were told they did not think they had a berth available, but we knew that the place we were in was ok, after  a lot of talking they agreed we could stay there. This is a bit the problem of this marina, the office is more an administration office and they don’t have a real feeling with cruisers and they don’t know really what is happening in the marina, we saw so many open spaces in the marina. When you call ahead you will probably hear that they don’t have a berth but if you have time you will find one. Water and electricity 220V available.

There is quite a bit of surge coming into the harbour with southerly winds and when a typhoon passes north of Busan it can be shocking (1 meter swell) , According to the locals we were in a good spot, we were moored with 15 long lines to the poles and the dock so we were dancing freely in our berth, and  this was only the day before the typhoon would pass, fortunately the typhoon passed south of us so we had northerly winds and no problem. One of the boat owners told us the best time to come to Busan is the winter, northerly winds , no swell, the mountain ridge north of Busan blocks the wind and the temperature is quite nice.

In winter a lot of Russian sailing boats from Wladiwostock  are coming for the winter,  Russians in Busan have already arranged berths for those boats direct from the owners of the berths.

They are planning to extent the marina and there is another one under construction in Busan  we heard later, check out!!

Facilities
: Haul out facilities are available but they were very busy and for a bigger boat they have to arrange a crane, the travellift is not suitable for that

Busan is a very very big town , when you have time you will find anything you want, your source of advice will be the other Korean  sailors in the marina and we found them very helpful.

The amount of beaches and tourism gives the town a special atmosphere. 


One advice 
: the marina staff said we could go along the stone wall east of the marina, later we heard the south part of this wall is the worst place if bad weather is coming.

South coast of Korea

Chamade october 2016 – february 2017
Before leaving Japan we took contact with Joo Lee. He is leaving in Seoul, but has a lot of contacts in Busan. As he sailed to Japan, Taiwan and Philippines and got a lot of help, he try to help the foreign yachts coming in Korea. We sent him a scan of the “General declaration” and a crew list. When we left Japan and had an ETA for Busan, he phoned to the coast guard and faxed the papers. Then everything was very easy when we arrived in Olympic marina in Busan. Quarantine and customs came only a few minutes later and we took a taxi to go to immigration (commercial harbour, 10km, 50’000W two ways)

One hour after our arrival everything was done and we could go to Namcheon marina to get shelter from the incoming typhoon Chaba..

Busan:
 We arrive at Olympic marina just one day before the passage of Chaba, typhoon n°21/2016. 

Our Korean friends advice us to go to Namcheon marina to get a better 
protection. As the typhoon passed exactly over Busan the 5th of October with 80 knts wind and very big south swell, the advice was good. We were moored between two catways and even if we had 1 – 1,5m swell inside the marina, the pontoons were strong and we had no problem. In Olympic marina, 10 boats were damaged, and a lot of pontoons and/or cleats were damaged. We were happy to got the good place.

Cruising the islands : 
Formalities :
During all our cruise we were helped by our frien Joon Lee who sent faxes to customs, immigrations and coast guard for every stop we did. Huge paperwork. And you have to do it. In Yeosu, after a misunderstanding between Joon and the marina office, no fax was sent to immigration. We were fined  160 US$. (A bargain after long talks ! The fine could reach 1000US$ !)
Geoje : Jisepo : 34°49,9 N / 128° 42,2 E

Small marina from the Yacht Academy. In october 2016 one part of the pontoon were damaged by the typhoon Chaba. The Academy was closed. We moored on a non damaged pontoon. Saw nobody.

Tongyeong : 34°49,7 N / 128° 26,3 E

Marina. The north pontoons are floating concrete and aluminium and in charge of the hotel. Electricity and water. The south pontoons are plastic floating cubes. No service but free. Good protection but heavy swell when the small ferries leave the quay.

The nice city is 20’ bus ride. Good supermarket half way, just SE of the bridge and old historical tunnel. Nice view and good trails on the top of the cable car. Good Onsen in the hotel.

Yokjido : 34°38,1 N / 128°15,9 E

Excellent protection at the end of the harbor. Two floatting pontoons where the fischerman welcome us. Free. No service. 

Nice island, really nice treck on the ridge of the mountain. Small onsen in the village. Supermarket, restaurants. Try the fresh fish from the small tents along the quay.

Sorido : Yeondo : 34°25,8 N / 127°47,8 E

Good protection. We moored on the floating pontoon in front of the post office. Free. No service.

Nice island, very quiet village with few activities. Good hiking to the south cap. Small guest house on the top of the village with good food. You can get shower. Small shop in the village. 

Geomundo : Keu-Moon-Do : 34°01,6 N / 127°18,5 E

The « lagoon » is bigger than we thought. Not easy to find a good protection. We moored alongside of the north floating ontoon at the ferry terminal wich is not used by the fast ferries. Our Korean friend had to negociate to be accepted.

Very popular place on the week-end- lot of small restaurants. Should have good hike to the lighthouse, but was really rainy when we stopped.

Jeju : Gimnyeong marina : 33°33,57 N / 126°44,2 E

Protection ok, but some swell come inside with N to NE wind. Water, electricity, showers at the marina office. Price : 25'000 wons/day

Small shops in the village. Far from the main city but good bus service. Possible to take a taxi (18-20'000 W) to the main town wher it is good supermarkets.

Good walk along the Geopark trail along the shore. Plenty place of interest in the island, but ofen crowded by mass tourism in bus. See the lava tunnel close (by taxi) to the marina. 

Yeoseodo : 33°59,3 N / 127°14,6 E

Good protection in this small harbor. 

But impossible to go alongside the concrete wall as, at high tide the water level is over the stairs. You have to go alongside a fishingboat at the floating pontoon. Ask and you’ll be probably welcome. Free.  Very isolated island, small village, no service.

Chodo : 34°14,15 N / 127°14,6 E

Good protection. Like Yeoseodo, impossible to go alongside the wall. Go alongside the blue ferry pontoon, on the southern side. The northern side is used by the fast ferry. Free. No service. Small shop.  Nice island. Good walk to the summit of the island. Great view ! 

Shisando : 34°23,8 N / 127°15,7 E

Very busy seaweed farmers harbor. We were welcome for one night at the floatting pontoon where the barges load and unload material. Not an advisable place for a yacht. 

Caution : huge quantity of seaweed farms everywhere along the coast. Difficult to find our way thru.

Narodo : Aedo : 34°27,9 N / 127°26,9 E

First we stopped close to the ferry terminal and ask the police where we should moor. The only place allowed was alongside the quay north of the floatting potoon. Definitly not a good place. Big waves when ship passing. 

We went on the other side, at Aedo and went alongside a brand new floating pontoon. We were tolerated for the night. No service. Free. 

Aedo is a nice old tiny village. Nice walk on the ridge of the island to the lighthouse.

Yeosu : 34°44,7 N / 127°40,3 E

New marina. Floating pontoon with water and electricity. 

Lot of seaweed and fish farms in the bay. To be approched only on daylight.

Good marina, welcoming staff speaking english. Price 18’000W/day or 288’000W / month.

Travelift 25T, but only 4m wide ! Just ok for Chamade (12m/3,95m).
